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The file contains coding data on 12 2nd reading debates in the UK Parliament on key legislation mentioned in the Queen’s Speech 2014. The debates/legislation are:
· Armed Forces (Service Complaints and Financial Assistance) Act 2015 
· Childcare Payments Act 2014 
· Infrastructure Act 2015 
· Modern Slavery Act 2015 
· National Insurance Contributions Act 2015 
· Pension Schemes Act 2015 
· Recall of MPs Act 2015 
· Serious Crime Act 2015 
· Small Business, Enterprise and Employment Act 2015 
· Social Action, Responsibility and Heroism Act 2015

The text is coded to highlight distribution of the rhetorical repertoires that UK Parliamentarian’s draw upon when debating key areas of public policy. There are 11 main codes:

· Community
· Reference to specific or imagined communities
· Expert opinion	
· Reference to expert or informed opinion – includes media reports
· History	
· Invocation of historical parallels or examples
· Singular experience/anecdote	
· When MPs make reference to a specific case, or example
· International comparison	
· Reference to other countries’ experiences

· Reference to the experiences, arguments or points of other MPs
· Statistics
· Reference to statistics or data	
· Personal history
· When MP makes some reference to their own personal biography
· Quotations	
· Invocation of literary or historical quotations
· “The public” 
· General reference to the public (sometimes/usually in a passive sense)	
· Views of public
· References to views of the public – including opinion polls, but also views of constituents or specific sections of the public

The data is also coded by nodes which indicate the type of MP speaking. There are four such nodes
· Government Front Bench (i.e. Government minister)
· Opposition Front Bench (i.e. Shadow minister)
· Government Backbench (i.e. an MP who is from the governing party, but not a minister)
· Opposition Backbench (i.e. an MP who is not from the governing party, and not a minister)
