2012 Legacies for Learning

The HE Academy Subject Centre for Hospitality, Leisure, Sport and Tourism (HLST) was awarded funding by JISC (Joint Information Systems Committee) for the development of Open Access and Open Educational Resources (OER) on the theme of the Olympic and Paralympic Games and their legacy.

The project’s purpose is to identify, develop as necessary, make accessible and promote resources which can support higher education programmes in engaging students in learning. There are a range of resources in this collection:
